"Signs of Resurrection," from CPR For The Soul, by Tom Stella (adpated) 
 

Forests regrow after being devastated by fire. 

Flowers emerge and bloom from small, dry bulbs.  

Nightly sleep inevitably leads to waking up to a new day. 

Someone trapped in a cycle of abuse says "no more" and means it. 

Someone recovering from addiction starts the 12-Step Program 
 

Death has many forms in the world. Whether demonstrated in the physical demise of our bodies, seasonal decay 
in nature, or the relational and situational declines that so often characterize our life circumstances, death is 
both real and unavoidable. That's our human story. Or is it? Enter resurrection. Enter the possibility that death in 
all its forms does not have the last word. 
 

Underlying everything in creation there is an innate will to life, a vitality that wants to be alive. Dandelions find a 
way to take root in the cracks in a sidewalk. Fireweed grows on scorched earth. There is a built-in dynamic in the 
world that refuses to accept death as the final outcome of life. Healing happens, new growth occurs and renewal 
and rejuvenation become possible, for a time at least. This same unquenchable vitality, this will to life, is also 
what was present in Jesus at the hour of his death, when he felt furthest from God. Life insisted on having the 
last word. Jesus' followers discovered his risen presence in their lives when the tomb of death was exposed as 
being empty. 
 

One way to understand Easter is that it celebrates the vitality which prevailed in Jesus and which emerged from 
the tomb of his death. Easter invites us to view resurrection as an ongoing reality which cannot be minimized or 
curtailed by human decree. Life wants to emerge in us and in the world around us. Believing Jesus was raised 
from the dead is one thing, but opening ourselves up to the vitality of unfailing life is another. There are so many 
grave-like fears and insecurites that entomb us, that resurrection can seem impossible. 
 

The statements at the start of this reflection are examples and signs that resurrection is not a historical event but 
is an ever-present dynamic in which we can participate. Many of us overlook signs of resurrection because we 
take the cycles and seasons of nature for granted. But look around and notice the life continually trying to 
emerge around you even now in these lingering days of winter. 
 

Life, irrepresible life, cannot be contained by death. 
This is our faith and the reason why at Easter we proclaim, 
"Christ is risen! Halleujah!"

CONSTRUCTION MOVING AHEAD FOR NEW COUNTY FIELDHOUSE

Construction for Strathcona County’s new fieldhouse is scheduled 

to begin in spring 2026. 
 

“This is an exciting addition for Strathcona County as we continue 

to build a community of choice,” says Mayor Rod Frank. “Our 

residents have expressed that a multi-purpose fieldhouse is a 

priority, and we are making that priority a reality. The fieldhouse 

will meet the needs of thousands of residents and visitors of all 

ages and abilities, and promote a more active and engaged 

community for generations to come.” 
 

The fieldhouse will be located at 240 Broadview Drive, north of Broadview Road and situated between 
Bethel Transit Terminal and Millennium Place. Broadview Drive is unfinished and, as part of 
construction, will be completed to connect Broadview Road with Buckingham Drive, improving access to 
area businesses. The site currently hosts Sally Stewart Dog Park, which will be temporarily relocated in 
the spring when construction starts.

At the Asian Rural Institute in Japan, leadership begins with a 
simple truth: you are already an expert in your own life. 
 

In 2024, 20 participants from 13 countries arrived as pastors, 
farmers, teachers, and organizers, seeking ways to strengthen 
food security, address climate change, and build resilient 
communities.

UPDATE ON UNITED CHURCH REFUGEE SPONSORSHIP  

The ongoing crisis in the Middle East has intensified pressure on our 
refugee program, driving a sharp rise in inquiries and sponsorships 
from churches. Our 2026 United Church submission quota has 
dropped to 50 regular spaces, while the LGBTQIA program remains 
stable at 75 annual spaces under the current agreement. Federal 
cuts have also affected Settlement Providing Organizations, reducing 
access to key newcomer services such as language, literacy, and 
employment programs. Drastically longer processing times that now 
average 24–54 months are also a reality.  

 
We give thanks for national staff, for the many caring experts in our networks, all communities of faith 
carrying sponsorships forward, and for all our many community partners who are deeply dedicated to 
offering safe haven. Above all, we offer prayers and action for the millions who cannot go home. If you 
are interested in sponsoring or have questions, the General Council is the best place to get answers, but 
the Regional office and experts can also help you out.
